Talking about such painful themes, we must anticipate 
strong feelings and disagreements, and appreciate each individual for their 
contribution. Such a forum is just one contribution to the great need in 
community to discuss the issues which divide us, and which connect us, and 
find a way forward together. One of the major issues that arose at the last 
forum was the difficulty of deepening dialogue, when all sides experience and 
identify with suffering, while many feel that the reality of the inequalities 
between us are insufficiently acknowledged.  

In the coming forum we will continue this discussion, with new 
participants welcome. We will include a diversity of voices. We welcome 
everyone to share their own viewpoint and experience, and to listen and relate 
to others, even and especially at the most difficult points of our interaction - as 
one contribution to the steps needed to build sustainable relationship in 
community.
